GLENGARRY Resources has discovered a new hanging wall zone at [
the Maitland copper prospect in northern Queensland, with follow- -
up drilling, metallurgical test work and a geophysical survey all
planned for the near term.

One hole from the 20-hole program at Maitland [
intersected the new hanging wall zone, hitting 31m at
1.44% copper from 26m. The zone remains open to the
north and at depth and extensional drilling is being
planned.

Glengarry believes there is the potential for additional -

Maitland, including 18m at 4.75% copper from 2m, 29m at 2.1% copper from <

surface and 23m at 2.41% copper from surface. c
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The shallow hits were made in enriched oxide material while deeper hits R

intersected primary sulphides.

Once all the data from the drilling program has been reviewed by the company,
further drilling will be conducted, including a diamond program testing the limits
of deeper mineralisation, already traced to depths of about 170m.

The Maitland prospect is contained within Glengarry's Greenvale project, 30km
southwest of Kagara Zinc's Balcooma base metals deposit.

Shares in Glengarry were unchanged at 5.4c in early trade, capitalising the
company at $11.3 million. The stock hit a high of 8.8c in October last year.
